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The book has possibilities as an interesting view of a great old city, but the reading experience was

completely negated by very low production quality. Many of the figures/photos were barely legible ,

some were displayed upside-down, some were cut in half. The book might be fixable but I won't

waste my money on it again. As is - Unacceptable.
